Two projects continue to be active in the planning stages.   We are fortunate that the exterior window film targeted for our sanctuary window treatment project was recently installed at another location in Jasper.  Several members of the GHI team will observe the film to make sure it meets the needs of our project.  If satisfactory, we will make our proposal to Council to proceed.  The intent of the project remains to tint the 10 lower clear windows on the southern side of the sanctuary.    

For the Circle Drive and Canopy Project, the formal bid package went to various different local contractors.  The bids are in the process of being gathered and will be reviewed by GHI.  The bids will give us a more precise view of the potential project cost.  We anticipate that we will need to value engineer the plan and then propose options to the council.  As stated in the January Congregation Meeting, the cost will be substantially higher due to the project scope escalation to include the canopy, drainage flow and concrete for the entire drive along with the added parking spaces. Thanks for your patience with this important project.
