· Reviewed a quote for $8,500 for an additional exit door that could be located on the east wall of the sanctuary. No action was taken at this time.

· Reviewed staff reviews, including Janitor, lawn care person, Office Administrator and Pastor. 

· Set recommended 2019 compensation package for all staff members to be presented to the Budget Team.

· Approved the purchase of Internet Router with content filter and firewall from Eck Mundy for $1500 (unit plus installation) and authorized an annual payment for firewall update.

· Approved HVAC compressor unit for Parish Hall with money coming from Maintenance Fund.

· Nominating Team is looking for 4 Council members, 3 Delegates and an Edna Joseph Trustee.  Their search began on 8/15/18.

· Budget Team met in August to finalize 2019 Budget to be presented to the Church Council in September.
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· Thanked Jan Kalb for coordinating the landscaping along with all the landscapers.

· Approved the request from GHI team to apply tinting to 10 lower windows in the dome on the southeast, south and southwest window, to reduce glare in sanctuary.  Cost will be $2,200.

· Gave the GHI team permission to move forward with preparing a letter to be sent to the Congregation, as well as setting up Congregation Informational Session to discuss the Circle Drive Handicap Parking project.

· Set a Special Congregational meeting for Sunday, September 23rd, for the sole purpose of approving the Circle Drive Project.

The Church Council is excited about all the work being done by the God Home Improvement (GHI) team.  As part of the GHI team, I have seen all the hard work! There have been meetings happening with very short notice to discern information from engineers and contractors. Plus, there has been a large amount of emails between the team members to ensure everything was thoroughly considered. 

Every household should have received at least one letter regarding the Circle Drive Handicap Parking Project.  (We sent to our youth and young adults, so your household might have received more than one letter.)   
In September, there will be sessions to hear about the scope of this project.

Pastor Jane has set a goal that we are parking in these new spots on Christmas Eve.  In order for this to happen, a decision needs to be made on September 23rd.
