Therefore, I am submitting the strawberry cake recipe for those wanting to bake it.

Strawberry Cake
1 pkg. (18 ¼ oz.) white cake mix		      1pkg. (10 oz.) frozen sweetened 
1 pkg. (3 oz.) strawberry gelatin			 			strawberries, thawed
3 T. flour										½ c. cold water 					
1/3 c. vegetable oil							½ c. butter, softened
4 eggs											5-5 ½ c. powdered sugar

In a mixing bowl, combine cake mix, gelatin and flour.  Beat in oil & eggs.  Drain strawberries, reserving ½ c. syrup for frosting.  Add berries & water to batter; mix well.  Bake at 350 degrees in a 10” x 14” baking pan until done and invert onto serving platter.  Cool.  In a mixing bowl, combine butter and reserved syrup.  Gradually add powdered sugar; beat until light and fluffy, about 2 minutes.  Frost cake.  You can decorate with red hots, if desired.  *Note:  I use sugar-free gelatin. Also, I buy the 1 pint (16 oz.) container of frozen strawberries and cut back on the cold water (to get the right consistency of batter).

Please read it and ask questions!

The proposed Constitution which will be voted upon on January 27, 2019 is included in this newsletter.  Since the middle of the summer a team has been working on updates to our Church’s Constitution.  At their October meeting, the Council voted to present this updated constitution to the congregation for review, reflection and adoption.

One goal was to make the Constitution easier to read and more non-specific, which allows our Constitution to accommodate changes in practices as we go forward.
An example: Our present Constitution requires an annual meeting 
every January; by removing January, we still need to have an annual meeting, but that meeting could be moved to a different month, if needed.

We want everyone to review the Proposed Constitution and be prepared to vote at the Annual meeting. Therefore, the Council is doing the following things:

1) 6 copies of a comprehensive document that compare the present constitution to the Proposed Constitution are available in the entrance for your viewing.  Look for a yellow tray.  Please return the copy when you have finished reading it so others may use it.

2) On November 18th from 9 – 10 am in the foyer there will be a Question Gathering Session.  Andrea Hulsman and Ellen Vonderheide will take down any questions or comments you may have regarding the Proposed Constitution. The questions will be brought back to the Council for discussion. Everyone should have their questions addressed in the January 2019 newsletter.

The Constitutional Review Team and the Church Council appreciate everyone’s help as we move through this process.
